Notes:  
 
Every 1st Saturday of the month is a “Work Day”  - Also, there are always 2 Special Work Days per year in order to prepare for the Spring and Fall

Every 2nd Sunday of the month is “Members’ Run Day” - Come out and run your engines!  
 
Every 3rd Sunday of the month there is a “Business Meeting” at 2 pm - Note that there is no meeting in December.   
 
Every Wednesday is called “Retirees’ Day” - Members come to NJLS to work and run engines; note that you don’t have to be “retired” to attend.   
 
Every Friday is called “Non-Retirees’ Day” - In the afternoon, members come to NJLS to work and to run their engines.
